The Parklands is well connected for transport and travel.
The A1307 trunk road is just minutes away via the A143,
and will take you to Cambridge in around 37 minutes.
Bury St Edmunds is also reachable in around 28 minutes.
The M11 motorway is around 25 minutes away via the A1,
for onward travel to London (1 hour and 33 minutes).

For rail travel, Dullingham railway station is a 19 minute drive,
for services to Ipswich (1 hour) and Cambridge (18 minutes).
Cambridge offers services to London St Pancras (1 hour and six
minutes), King’s Cross (49 minutes), Liverpool Street (1 hour
and 12 minutes) and Birmingham (two hours and 45 minutes).

Those looking to travel by air can reach London Luton Airport
in around 1 hour and 11 minutes, Heathrow in around 1 hour
and 34 minutes and Stansted in around 41 minutes.
