Accommodation 

A part-obscured, glazed door with sidelights leads to the welcoming and impressive hall, where an original staircase 

provides access to the first floor and doors lead to the spacious ground floor accommodation and to the fitted guest 

cloakroom / WC.  

 

The delightful lounge has dual-aspect windows, including a deep walk-in bay window to the front and further French doors 

to the rear garden, all providing an abundance of natural light. A focal fireplace has a cast log burner set on a blue brick 

hearth. 

 

The spacious, separate dining room has dual aspect windows, also including a deep walk-in bay window to the front 

providing natural light, and a focal fireplace. 

 

At the rear of the property is a generously sized fitted kitchen and separate utility area, having an extensive range of base 

and eye-level units with granite work surfaces and an inset sink unit set below a side-facing window, space for a Range 

stove with extractor over, integrated dishwasher and fridge-freezer, plus space for further appliances. A rear-facing 

window provides further natural light, as does a part-glazed door which opens to the garden. 

 

To the first floor, the lovely landing has a glazed loft-hatch which provides natural light as there is also a double-glazed 

skylight in the roof space. Original doors lead to the extremely pleasant three double bedrooms, each having dual -aspect 

windows. The superior, fitted family bathroom has a white three-piece suite incorporating a panelled bath with a fitted 

mixer shower above, plus fully tiled walls and floor. Completing the accommodation is the box room / office which has a 

front-facing window.  

 

Outside to the rear, timber decking leads to the enclosed rear garden which is mainly laid to lawn with edging and borders 

containing a large variety of shrubs and plants, plus a gravelled bed providing further seating space. 

 

To the front is a garden laid to lawn with borders, enclosed by a mature hedge which extends to the side elevation. 

Wrought iron double gates lead to a block-paved driveway providing ample parking, giving access to the oversized, single 

garage which has an up and over door, power and a personnel door to the garden.
