Not all boundaries were inspected, due to the extent of land
and position of boundaries, which were unclear.

Drainage Foul and surface water drains are understood to be
connected to a shared septic tank, located within the
boundaries of the property.

Drainage covers etc were not lifted.
Neither drains nor drainage systems were tested.

Fire, smoke and burglar | Smoke and heat detectors are provided at appropriate
alarms locations. There is also a fire alarm system covering the
common parts of the property.

No tests whatsoever were carried out to the system or
appliances.

The new Fire and Smoke Alarm Standard came in to force in
February 2022. This new standard requires a smoke alarm
to be installed in the room most frequently used for living
purposes and in every circulation space on each floor. A
heat alarm also needs to be installed in each kitchen. The
alarms need to be ceiling mounted and interlinked. Where
there is a carbon-fuelled appliance such as a boiler, open
fire or wood burner a carbon monoxide detector is also
required. The purchaser should satisfy themselves in this
regard.

Any additional limits to | At the time of inspection the property was occupied and fully
inspection furnished, with fitted floor coverings in place throughout.

There is no accessible roof space within the property and no
access could be gained onto the roof to inspect areas which
are partly concealed by parapet walls.

The full garden grounds and boundaries were not inspected
and the extent of these should be confirmed by the
Conveyancer.
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Only the subject flat and internal communal areas giving
access to the flat were inspected.

If the roof space or under-building / basement is communal,
reasonable and safe access is not always possible. If no
inspection was possible, this will be stated. If no inspection
was possible, the Surveyor will assume that there are no
defects that will have a material effect on the valuation.
The building containing the flat, including any external
communal areas, was visually inspected only to the extent
that the Surveyor is able to give an opinion on the general
condition and standard of maintenance.

About the recommended measures to improve your home’s performance rating

This section offers additional information and advice on the recommended improvement measures for your home

1 Internal or external wall insulation

Internal or external wall insulation involves adding a layer of insulation to either the inside or the outside surface
of the external walls, which reduces heat loss and lowers fuel bills. As it is more expensive than cavity wall
insulation it is only recommended for walls without a cavity, or where for technical reasons a cavity cannot be
filled. Internal insulation, known as dry-lining, is where a layer of insulation is fixed to the inside surface of
external walls; this type of insulation is best applied when rooms require redecorating. External solid wall
insulation is the application of an insulant and a weather-protective finish to the outside of the wall. This may
improve the look of the home, particularly where existing brickwork or rendering is poor, and will provide long-
lasting weather protection. Further information can be obtained from the National Insulation Association
(www.nationalinsulationassociation.org.uk). It should be noted that a building warrant is required for the
installation of external wall insulation. Planning permission may also be required and that building regulations
apply to external insulation so it is best to check with your local authority on both issues.

2 Low energy lighting

Replacement of traditional light bulbs with energy saving bulbs will reduce lighting costs over the lifetime of the
bulb, and they last many times longer than ordinary light bulbs. Low energy lamps and fittings are now
commonplace and readily available. Information on energy efficiency lighting can be found from a wide range of
organisations, including the Energy Saving Trust (http://www.energysavingtrust.org.uk/home-energy-
efficiency/lighting).

3 High heat retention storage heaters

Modern storage heaters are less expensive to run than the direct acting, on-peak heating system in the property.
A dual-rate electricity supply is required to provide the off-peak electricity that these heaters use; this is easily
obtained by contacting the energy supplier. Ask for a quotation for high heat retention with automatic charge and
output controls. Installations should be in accordance with the national wiring standards. Building regulations
generally apply to this work and a building warrant may be required, so it is best to obtain advice from your local
authority building standards department and from a qualified electrical heating engineer. Ask the heating
engineer to explain the options, which might also include switching to other forms of electric heating.

4 Double glazed windows

Double glazing is the term given to a system where two panes of glass are made up into a sealed unit.
Replacing existing single-glazed windows with double-glazed windows will improve comfort in the home by
reducing draughts and cold spots near windows. Double-glazed windows may also reduce noise, improve
security and combat problems with condensation. Building regulations apply to this work and planning
permission may also be required, so it is best to check with your local authority on what standards need to be
met. A building warrant is not required if the windows comply with the current requirements.

Low and zero carbon energy sources

Low and zero carbon (LZC) energy sources are sources of energy that release either very little or no carbon dioxide
into the atmosphere when they are used. Installing these sources may help reduce energy bills as well as cutting
carbon.
