the details...

This charming cottage has bags of character with asymmetrical rooms,
thick stone walls and low ceilings with exposed beams. It is well-
presented with light and neutral décor throughout, feels warm and
welcoming with gas central heating and double-glazing and is arranged
over three floors, offering deceptively spacious and versatile
accommodation.

with a built-in cupboard containing the condensing combi-boiler and
clothes hanging space. Beside this is a wonderful family bathroom with a
vaulted ceiling, containing a bath, with a shower over, a WC, and a basin.

A staircase continues up from the galleried landing to a third
bedroom/study, a single room with a vaulted ceiling and natural light
from a skylight, currently used as a study, ideal for those working from
home.

To the front of the property is an enclosed terrace with plants and shrubs
and a gate to the roadside. A path leads around the side of the property
where there is a bespoke seating area, beside a built-in store cupboard,
and a pergola adorned in a fruit-laden grape vine, creating a fabulous
sunny, outside space where you can read a book or simply watch the
world go by. The path continues around the side of the property to the
stable door into the kitchen.
