WHO IS ELIGIBLE FOR SHARED OWNERSHIP?

AT ELDERCOT PARK

Rent to Buy is a government designed scheme which allows working
households to rent a home at 20% below the open market rent
(Intermediate rent) providing the opportunity to save for

a deposit to go on and purchase their home in the future.

With Rent to Buy, you can live in a quality new build home at Intermediate Rent (approximately 80% of the
open market rent) for a minimum of five years. During that time, you will save towards a deposit and have

the option to buy your home through Shared Ownership.

APPLICANT ELIGIBILITY

¢ At the time of letting, prospective Rent to Buy
tenants must be working households and intending
to buy their own home in the future.

¢ Prospective Rent to Buy tenants must be first
time buyers or returning to the market following
a relationship breakdown.

FAQS

Q: WHAT BENEFITS DOES THE RENT TO BUY
SCHEME PROVIDE?
Rent to Buy allows you to live in a new build
property at a monthly rent (approximately 80%
of the market rent). This reduced monthly rent is
designed to help you save for a deposit to purchase
the property in the future.

Q: WHAT ARE THE COSTS INVOLVED?
Your monthly rent will be discounted by 20%
when comparing rents for similar homes in the
area. You must earn the minimum income required
for the home to ensure that it is affordable for you,
however there is no maximum income cap for
this scheme.
