For stunning views over High Wycombe and the Chilterns
countryside, climb West Wycombe Hill.

HUGHENDEN MANOR AND DOWNLEY COMMON
Ideal for families, this easy-going walk takes you from the
National Trust property Hughenden Manor along pretty
woodland paths to the village of Downley and Downley
Common, 22 hectares of open grassland, woods and ponds.

STUDLEY GREEN

Three so-called Red Kite walks begin at the village of
Studley Green and pass through beautiful Chiltern valleys.
Enjoy panoramic views and look out for red kites overhead
- they were re-introduced into the Chilterns in the 1990s
and are frequently seen in the area.
