The contemporary wood burning stove is a 
real focal feature in this room. 
 
The kitchen is fitted with a range of oak wall and floor 
mounted cabinets with working surfaces over, Cook 
master with gas hob and extractor hood above. 
Freestanding central island and spaces for appliances 
including washing machine, fridge freezer and 
dishwasher. 
 
There is a useful downstairs W.C and separate 
cupboard housing the boiler. 
 

 
 
Stairs rise to the first floor leading to 3 double 
bedrooms and well fitted family bathroom. The dual 
aspect master bedroom has a tiled en-suite shower 
room with walk in shower, large vanity sink unit and 
W.C. Window providing views to the rear garden. 
 
The family bathroom also is fully tiled and has a large 
bath, shower cubicle, sink basin and W.C. 

Useful airing cupboard and further door leads up to the 2nd 
floor. This is a great addition to the property and can be 
used as versatile accommodation with 2 bedrooms both 
having Velux windows, and storage cupboards. 1 bedroom 
is presently being used as a home office. This floor would 
also be an ideal area for a teenagers hangout.

The property is entered through timber gates onto hard 
standing wrap around tarmacadam driveway providing 
plenty of parking. Gated and fenced access leads to a 
lawned area with a variety of mature fruit trees and 
orchard. Beyond this there are a variety of outbuildings 
and stabling, there is also a large enclosed paddock area 
and pond.
