The property is a delightful
established detached bungalow
that has been a much loved home.
It has been cleverly extended by
the current vendor and offers
spacious and versatile
accommodation. It is approached
from the road via a gravel driveway
providing off-road parking for
several cars. There is also a gated
area of the driveway and a double
car port.

The front door opens to the
reception hall that runs through the
centre of the property. To one side is
an excellent triple aspect open
sitting/dining room with feature
fireplace and French doors to the
garden. On the opposite side at the
front is the principal double
bedroom with en-suite shower
room. To the rear of the property is a
comprehensively fitted kitchen/
breakfast room with attractive
range of shaker style units. It opens
to a conservatory which can be
used for dining or sitting. There are
two further double bedrooms and a
further shower room. There is also an
additional w.c.

Externally the property is very well
positioned within its plot and

benefits from a delightful
established garden. It is bordered
by mature hedging and has a wide
array of established shrubs and
trees. Immediately to the rear of the
property is a large terrace providing
a perfect place for alfresco
entertaining. There are two timber
sheds within the garden for storage.

The attractive small village of
Market Weston lies alongside the
B1111 in the north part of West
Suffolk. There is a small Village Hall in
the centre of the village together
with a large village green covering
two and a half acres with a circular
path and wildlife areas. Market
Weston Fen, owned by Suffolk
Wildlife Trust, is situated on the edge
of the village, and is renowned,
both nationally and internationally,
for its wildlife. There is also a pub,
The Mill Inn, which lies just outside
the village.

Diss, which is just under 10 miles
distant, offers excellent amenities
including schools, health facilities,
sports facilities, regular bus service
and main line railway station to
London (Liverpool Street).
