They have been expertly and meticulously 
finished to create astounding homes in 
North Norfolk. Located on the outskirts 
of Melton Constable, the development is 
approached by a secluded road with all 
the striking barns tucked away but close 
to all local amenities as well as having 
quick access to the coast.

All within easy walking distance, there 
is: a gastropub just up the road, a locals 
bar, a mini COOP for your shopping 
essentials, as well as a family-run 

butchers. Some fine takeaway options 
for those nights in, and not forgetting 
the abundance of charming countryside 
walks on your doorstep where you can 
easily find yourself in the Stody Estate 
or Hunworth. The incredibly popular 
historic Georgian market town of 
Holt is about 4.5 miles away, so if you 
wanted to explore the eclectic and quirky 
independent shops, cafes, and bars, then 
there is certainly a day to be spent in this 
vibrant town centre.

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The Workshop itself is a 
beautifully designed and 

immaculately presented two-
bedroom, two-bathroom barn 
conversion that hosts wonderful 
character such as exposed beams, 
exposed walls, and a terrific finish 
of high-quality products within its 
services.

The current owners have cleverly 
honed and emphasised The 
Workshop’s natural character by 

mixing its local heritage with an 
industrial-style architectural design. 
There were plans implemented to 
extend from the end of the corridor, 
just by the utility room, to form 
the proposed third bedroom to 
complete the design of the barn into 
an L-shape. Although the precedent 
has been set for such an extension, it 
will, of course, be subject to the usual 
consents.
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Outside, there is plenty of off-
road parking to comfortably 

hold four cars. The garden is mostly 
laid to lawn, featuring mature 
shrubs and trees, but has been 
overall superbly landscaped to create 
a low maintenance garden with an 
easy route for mowing the lawn and 
a lovely patio that blends seamlessly 
with the interior thanks to the four 
sets of double doors that allow the 
outside in.
