Make time to explore the Fakenham Lancaster
Heritage Trail, a series of 32 plaques which
bring the town’s industrial past to life.
Originally a vibrant agricultural centre,
during the 19th century Fakenham rose to
prominence as a major centre for printing -
spot the printing blocks which have been set
in the surface of the market place and date
back to 1250. The stallholders still set out
their wares every Thursday with a farmers’

market on the last Saturday of the month.

From grand homes and character cottages to
quality new-build houses, Fakenham has an
excellent choice of property for all budgets,
and on the outskirts of town there are plenty
of period properties set on large plots for

those looking for a little more space.

Foodies are spoilt for choice with locally
farmed meat, produce and award winning Mrs
Temple’s cheese available to fill your pantry

at nearby Walsingham FFarm Shops. Save

the washing up and dine out at The Ostrich
Inn, which has been serving locals since 1841,
or indulge at Sculthorpe Mill, which was
awarded a Michelin Bib Gourmand in 2022,

on the edge of town.
