Horton is a delightful, quiet village with an excellent 

primary school on the edge of the Cotswolds, very close 

to the Badminton estate. 2 1/2 miles away is the market 

town of Chipping Sodbury which has many shops, cafes, 

restaurants and a new Waitrose. There are excellent road 

links to the A46, the M4 (J 18 is approx. 4.9 miles away) 

Bristol and Bath. The nearby Yate train station (approx. 3 

miles away) also provides good transport links for 

commuters.

Turn immediately right 

over the cattlegrid into the driveway marked Mapleridge, 

follow the drive down then carry on to the left.
