the penny slots at the arcades. The town’s
Princess Theatre, renamed in the 80s in
honour of Lady Diana Spencer, features a
year-round programme of live performances,
film screenings plus a scasonal panto. Golfers
of all ages can try their hand with a mini golf
course and pitch & putt on the cliff-top, plus
arenowned Links course in neighbouring Old

Hunstanton.

Facing west across The Wash, ‘sunny Hunny’
as the locals fondly call it, is famous for its

incredible sunsets and in the summer months

it’s customary to head to the green, beach or one

of the Victorian squares to watch the daylight

slowly fade.
