Location
The property is prominently situated on the 
corner of Eastgate Street and Wellington Street, 
approximately 500m from Gloucester Cross, 
which is traditionally regarded as the centre of 
the City. It is only 250 metres from the prime 
shopping area, although this part of Eastgate 
Street is a secondary retail area with a number 
of public houses and take away food outlets.  To 
the rear of the property is a public car park.

Description
The property comprises a  Grade II Listed three 
storey detached former house, dating from the 
late 18th Century.  It is constructed of solid brick 
walls and there is a pitched slate covered roof 
with a high front parapet. It is set back from 
Eastgate Street behind a railed, graveled 
forecourt where there is a main entrance.

The property has previously been used as a 
drinking establishment/café and the 
accommodation includes 2 seating areas, a bar 
with a kitchen area and storage to the rear. 
There are courtyards to the front and rear 
providing further seating areas.

An EPC is being prepared.

Rates
The Rateable Value appearing on the Valuation 
Office Agency website is £11,250. Prospective 
occupiers are advised to make their own 
enquiries of the Local Authority to establish any 
transitional relief that may be applicable.

Terms
The property is offered by way of a new lease 
for a term to be agreed.
