It features a sophisticated living room 
with a charming wood-burner, perfect 
for cosy evenings. The contemporary 
kitchen is a chef’s dream, equipped with 
modern appliances and plenty of counter 
space. Adjacent to the kitchen, the snug 

is a warm and inviting space featuring a 
Jetmaster open fire, ideal for relaxation. 
A dedicated study provides a quiet retreat 
for work or reading.

Practicality is ensured with a utility 
room that includes a wet room, offering 
convenience and additional functionality. 
The boot room provides extra storage and 
organisation for outdoor gear. 

The highlight of the ground floor is the 
exceptional 28 ft. by 15 ft. garden room, 
which floods with natural light and 
offers panoramic views of the picturesque 
surroundings.
