This village itself has a pub, shop and post
office, whilst less than three miles away is the

bustling market town of Fakenham.

Out of working hours, there’s plenty to
keep you entertained including the thriving
independent Central Cinema, a perennial
favourite with locals. Enjoy a fun glass-

blowing session with the kids at Langham

Glass, reconnect with nature at Pensthorpe
or blow the cobwebs with a walk at nearby

Sculthorpe Moor.

For something fancier, dress up to the nines
and enjoy a day out and a flutter at Fakenham
Racecourse, or team up with your playing
pals for a round at Fakenham Golf Club, set
in and around the racecourse. And Thursford
is just four miles away with its magniﬁccnt
collection of steam engines and organs — a
visit to its Christmas spectacular gives a West

End theatre excursion a run for its m()ney!

Make time to explore the Fakenham Lancaster
Heritage Trail, a series of 32 plaques which
bring the town’s industrial past to life.
Originally a vibrant agricultural centre,
during the 19th century Fakenham rose to
prominence as a major centre for printing -
spot the printing blocks which have been set
in the surface of the market place and date
back to 1250. The stallholders still set out
their wares every Thursday with a farmers’

market on the last Saturday of the month.

Foodies are spoilt for choice with Tocally
farmed meat, produce and award winning Mrs
Temple’s cheese available to fill your pantry

at nearby Walsingham Farm Shops. Save

the washing up and dine out at The Ostrich
Inn, which has been serving locals since 1841,
or indulge at Sculthorpe Mill, which was
awarded a Michelin Bib Gourmand in 2022,

on the edge of town.
