Murcott is a rural hamlet set amongst beautiful 
Wiltshire countryside on the edge of popular village 
of Crudwell. Crudwell is situated between 
Cirencester and Malmesbury and has a strong 
community spirit, a sought-after primary school, a 
charming Grade I listed medieval church, an active
