Inverness is less than 10 minutes away in the 
car and public transport in Tornagrain helps to 
keep residents connected to surrounding towns 
and cities with regular buses to Inverness, 
Nairn and Aberdeen. 

Inverness’ Dalcross International Airport is 
easily accessible and due to start scheduling 
holiday flights in the coming years. A railway 
station is currently under construction  
at the airport.

You can also visit Nairn’s beautiful, blue-flag 
registered beach as well as the historic Culloden 
battlefield, just five miles away. Entire days  
can be spent watching the dolphins at Chanonry 
Point, and then there is the annual Belladrum 
Tartan Heart Festival which brings music and 
fun every August. Tornagrain itself is part of  
the Moray Estates, owned and managed by  
the Earl of Moray and his family since 1562.
