Conveniently located within the bustling market
town of Crediton, this 2 bedroom semi detached
bungalow sits in a great location with easy level
access for shopping and public transport.  With a
pretty enclosed garden, level plot, garage and
parking, this property ticks all the boxes.



The entrance hall has had the convenient addition of
access to the garage and then leads through to the
lounge with large floor to ceiling picture window
looking over the front and a fireplace that could be re-
installed.  The kitchen has cream shaker style units
with eye level oven and ceramic hob, there is an array
of units and a breakfast bar section and a door to the
passageway outside.  The first of the two bedrooms is
a good sized double with views over the garden and
the other double bedroom has the benefit of patio
doors leading out to the garden.  The bathroom has
new flooring, a bath with shower over and a handy
airing cupboard space.  There is uPVC double glazing
throughout and gas central heating with a new boiler
being fitted in 2020.

Outside to the front is a drive with parking for 2
vehicles and an easy to maintain gravelled area with
a garage. The garage has an up and over door along
with internal access to the house and a further door to
the side.  To the rear is a fully enclosed garden with a
patio area and is mostly laid to lawn. There is a
garden shed at the end perfect for potting or further
storage.
