Further 
facilities such as doctors and dentist surgeries can be found in Aylesbury or Thame. There 
are excellent commuting links to London and Oxford. Marylebone can be reached by rail 
in thirty four minutes from nearby Haddenham and Thame Parkway Station or Aylesbury 
There are a larger range of facilities to be found in both Thame and Aylesbury, including 
a branch of Waitrose, health & leisure centres, award winning gastro pubs, the Phoenix 
nature trail, and several historic buildings.
