BATHROOM: A three-piece suite consisting of a large panel bath with mixer 

tap and handheld shower with shower screen, WC and wash hand basin with 

views over the rear garden and useful over stairs storage cupboard that also 

houses the boiler.

To the front of the property you will find an abundance of on street parking 

with side access gate providing rear access. To the immediate rear of the 

property is a terrace seating area with the rest of the garden being 

predominantly laid to lawn with a useful brick garden store to the rear of the 

garden.
