The village’s Old English name, 
meaning “island or dry ground in a marsh,” reflects 
its origins near former marshland dykes. Hilgay 
offers a peaceful yet modern rural lifestyle with key 
amenities, including a farm shop, butchers, a primary 
school, The Rose & Crown pub, and a beautician. A 
picturesque lime tree-lined avenue leads to the local 
church, enhancing the village’s quaint appeal.

Hilgay’s proximity to the River Wissey makes 
it an ideal spot for water sports enthusiasts. 
Paddleboarding and kayaking are popular activities 
along the calm, scenic stretches of the river, offering 
a peaceful way to explore the surrounding natural 
beauty. 
 
Just four miles away, Downham Market is one of 
Norfolk’s oldest market towns, with roots tracing 
back to Saxon times. It boasts a variety of shops, 
a lively market on Fridays and Saturdays, several 
schools, and an iconic Gothic black-and-white 
town clock. The town has a mainline railway 
station, offering quick connections to Cambridge 
(39 minutes) and London King’s Cross (1 hour 35 
minutes). 
 
Hilgay is an ideal base for outdoor enthusiasts, with 
ample opportunities for walking, cycling, and boating 
along the tranquil waterways. Nearby, the renowned 
Wildfowl and Wetlands Trust in Welney attracts 
birdwatchers from across the region. King’s Lynn, 11 
miles away, provides additional amenities, including 
supermarkets, restaurants, a cinema, and healthcare 
services at the Queen Elizabeth Hospital. The town 
also features three impressive churches and a variety 
of educational institutions.
