A side entrance  door opens into the hallway and to the rear is the spacious sitting room which has a fl oor to ceiling tiled feature fi replace (not in use) and 

sliding doors leading into the conservatory to the rear, with a fully glazed window and sliding doors to the garden. The kitchen which has built-in wall and 

base cupboards with space for appliances is to the front aspect. Also overlooking the front garden is bedroom three which the owners use as a study. A 

bathroom and a separate w.c. are also on the ground fl oor with a further w.c. on the fi rst fl oor which could easily incorporate a shower. There are two good 

double bedrooms off the fi rst fl oor landing with plenty of wardrobes. An airing cupboard houses the ‘Valiant’ gas combi central heating boiler.

This detached property has been well maintained but would now benefi t from the bathroom and kitchen being updated.
