Within and around Abbey Barn Park, we have created natural
habitats that encourage wildlife to flourish. We are working
with Bradley Murphy Design Ltd to engage residents in the
natural landscapes that we have created.

WASTE AND RECYCLING

We actively encourage all residents to reduce their waste
wherever possible. In addition to external recycling bins,
we provide integrated recycling bins in kitchens to make
it easier to separate and recycle waste.

WATER EFFICIENCY

Our homes are designed to high water efficiency standards
and are fitted with dual flush WCs, and low-flow taps and
showerheads which use less water without compromising
convenience and comfort. We also suggest simple steps to
reduce water consumption, such as not leaving taps running
unnecessarily. Individual homes and apartment buildings also
benefit from rainwater harvesting, which is used in gardens
and landscaped areas.

ENERGY EFFICIENCY

Efficient use of electricity and gas helps lower fuel bills and
reduces carbon emissions. Our homes have been designed to
use less energy than a standard home. They have enhanced
levels of thermal insulation and air-tightness. All lighting is low
energy and kitchen appliances are selected to deliver high
levels of energy efficiency.

SUSTAINABLE MATERIALS

We commit to sourcing the materials for the construction of
our buildings in a sustainable and responsible way. All timber
and wood-based products used to build your home should

be certified to either the Forest Stewardship Council (FSC)

or Programme for the Endorsement of Forest Certification
(PEFC) scheme. This means it will have come from a
responsibly managed forest. Our focus on materials doesn’t
just stop there - as a business we are committed to measuring
and reducing the embodied carbon of our buildings, which

where possible, includes sourcing low carbon materials,
and those with high levels of recycled content.

NOISE REDUCTION

We can't eliminate noise, but we consider the impact of

noise in the design of our homes. We consider external noise,
such as from nearby roads, and internal noise including the
transfer between rooms and floors. We incorporate measures
to reduce the different types of noise wherever possible to
create a quieter environment.

CLEAN AIR

It is hard to avoid polluted air, particularly in our cities.
Throughout Abbey Barn Park we have planted trees, shrubs
and flower beds to help create a cleaner air environment.

SUSTAINABLE TRANSPORT

High Wycombe rail station is 2.6 miles away, with train
services to London in just 27 minutes and Oxford in

41 minutes. There is also a shuttle bus service from
Abbey Barn Park that will take you into High Wycombe
town centre in minutes.

We also provide cycle paths, secure cycle parks and

car charging points to encourage the use of sustainable
methods of transport, to help reduce air pollution around
the development and the wider area. Promoting walking
and cycling as methods of transport also help encourage
healthier lifestyles.

STEWARDSHIP

Maintaining our communal open spaces and facilities in
perpetuity is an important benefit to the whole community.
We work with residents to ensure the development remains
in pristine condition.

FUTURE-PROOF DESIGN

From the early stages of design, we assess how our homes

will stand up to the future effects of climate change, such as
how they will be affected by higher summer temperatures,
periods of drought, or more extreme rainfall. We are constantly
researching how we can ensure our homes and developments
are more resilient to these extremes to understand how we can
adapt to future climate change in our future designs.
