From the courtyard, the front door opens to the entrance hall where we find doors leading to the bathroom and kitchen/breakfast room. The oil-
fired boiler is found in the hallway and tiled flooring lines the space. The bathroom is fitted with a bath, a wash basin, and w/c with a frosted window
set to the front aspect. Across the hall, the kitchen/breakfast room enjoys two windows looking onto the courtyard and the street. A range of basic
fitted units offer ample working space above and space for our appliances. The sink is set below the window looking onto the courtyard. From here
we step into the sitting room, where an open fire offers a cosy focal point and a window again looks onto Nethergate Street.
