The end of
the dining room space leads you into the kitchen where a mixture of wall
and base mounted storage units are housed with integrated oven and hob
and extraction above with space remaining for further white goods and
appliances. At the very rear of the home a three piece family bathroom suite
is on offer with shower head mounted over the bath, predominantly tile
surround and low level radiator.

Please note, the rear garden is bi-sected with gated access into the garden
paired with timber panel fencing fully enclosing the main portion.

The first floor landing grants access into each three of the rooms with the
larger coming towards the very front of the home being more than large
enough to accommodate a double bed with further storage solutions the
space. Much like the remainder of the home it is neutrally decorated and
fronted by a large double glazed window. Heading to the opposite side of
the stairs the second double bedroom can be found overlooking the rear
gardens with a large open carpeted floor space whilst the smallest of the
bedroom sits towards the very rear of the home where a built in storage
space is currently housed, however, could be removed if further floor space
is needed with this area being suited to a multitude of uses as a single
bedroom, nursery, home office or walk in wardrobe.
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THE GREAT OUTDOORS

The rear garden initially opens to a smaller
courtyard section where a swinging iron gate
keeps the space securely tucked away while a
bisecting pathway cuts through the middle
before reaching the larger private garden
space. This area is again offered in a low
maintenance condition with timber panel
fencing and tall mature shrubbery fully
enclosing the area whilst due to its position it
retains a non overlooked position from the
very rear.
