The property is ideally positioned just a quarter of a mile

from the renowned Chichester Festival Theatre and

approximately half a mile from Chichester’s city centre

shopping precinct.

The accommodation is well proportioned and arranged

over three �oors, o�ering three bedrooms and three

bathrooms in a balanced and versatile layout.



The ground �oor comprises a welcoming reception hall with

access to a spacious kitchen/breakfast room, complemented

by a conservatory that opens directly onto the rear garden. A

dining room is positioned at the front of the property and

o�ers excellent potential for recon�guration into an open-

plan kitchen/dining space, if desired. A cloakroom completes

the ground �oor.

On the �rst �oor, a bright sitting room with twin windows

enjoys attractive views across well-maintained communal

gardens towards Oaklands Park. To the rear is an additional

bedroom overlooking the garden, ideal for use as a study if

preferred, along with a bathroom accessed from the landing.

The south west facing garden is mainly laid to patio for ease

of maintenance. To the end of the garden is a personal door

leading to the garage.

Location - King George Gardens is a short walk to the Festival

Goodwood to the north is famous for its

many event days including the world renowned Festival of

Speed and Goodwood Revival for motor racing enthusiasts

and a season of horse racing including the Qatar Goodwood

Festival.

The area is a paradise for wildlife enthusiasts, with beautiful

walks and cycle tracks over the South Downs and around the

harbour.
