Approached via a neat, low-maintenance frontage with paved pathway 
and decorative stone borders, steps rise to a welcoming covered entrance. 
The front door opens into a central entrance hall which immediately sets 
the tone for the home - light, spacious and beautifully maintained 
throughout. 
 
At the heart of the home is the impressive dual-aspect living room, a 
wonderfully generous space. Flooded with natural light from multiple 
windows, this room offers both comfort and versatility. Attractive ceiling 
beams add character and warmth, while a feature fireplace provides a 
cosy focal point. There is ample room for both lounge seating and a dining 
area, making this an ideal space for entertaining family and friends.  
 
The kitchen is fitted with a comprehensive range of wall and base units, 
generous work surfaces and integrated appliances include electric oven, 
gas hob with extractor fan over, fridge, freezer and washing machine. 
Leading off the kitchen is a practical utility room, providing valuable 
additional workspace and storage. There is space and plumbing for white 
goods, keeping the main kitchen area uncluttered and functional. A 
storage cupboard within the utility houses the combi boiler. From here, a 
door provides direct access to the garage and driveway. 
 
Positioned off the entrance hall is a dedicated study, providing an ideal 
space for home working or hobbies. Fitted with bespoke desk space and 
shelving. The principal bedroom is a spacious double room with a 
wonderful walk in wardrobe and a lovely outlook. It benefits from the 
convenience of its own en-suite cloakroom. Bedroom two is another well-
proportioned double room with fitted wardrobes. The main bathroom is 
stylishly presented in a contemporary monochrome finish and comprises a 
bath, wash hand basin set within vanity storage and WC.

Bovey Tracey benefits from a wide range of local amenities 
including health centre, dentist, veterinary clinics, primary 
school, library, shops, churches, restaurants and public 
houses.

There are regular bus services to 
Exeter and Newton Abbot and easy access to the A38 dual 
carriageway linking the Cities of Exeter and Plymouth. 
There is a main line railway station at nearby Newton 
Abbot (approximately 5 miles) and in Exeter (approximately
