Rookswoods Garden Cottage, Yeldham Road, Sible 

Hedingham, Essex, CO9 3QG 
 
A glazed and panelled door opens to the beautiful open plan 
kitchen/dining/living area which has timbers to the ceiling, two sets of 
French doors to a delightful walled west facing garden, a built in fireplace 
with stone hearth flanked by storage to the side and views to the front 
courtyard, oak flooring and oak stairs rising to the first floor. A panelled 
door leads to a useful utility area which has a brick floor, plumbing for a 
washing machine, space for a freezer and a door to the front courtyard. A 
second door accesses a well-appointed shower room which has brick 
flooring, a tiled shower cubicle, pedestal wash hand basin and matching 
WC. 
 
A door from the living area accesses an impressive principal bedroom which 
has a triple aspect and two port hole windows to the north giving wonderful 
views over paddocks and open countryside. There is an impressive beam to 
the ceiling, a door to the west facing terrace and a useful wardrobe. A door 
accesses a well-appointed ensuite bath/shower room with a fully tiled bath 
surround with shower above, pedestal wash hand basin, matching WC and 
a tiled floor. 
 
Oak stairs rise to a landing with a door opening to a charming bedroom 
which has a French door to the front courtyard and a Juliet balcony, part 
vaulted ceiling and exposed timbers. To the other side of the landing is a 
useful storage room in the attic. 

 
The property is approached via brick piers to a walled courtyard which 
provides extensive parking and has numerous shrub borders to provide 
interest and colour. A brick path with semi-circular feature accesses the 
front door. 

The rear garden is an absolute delight and is walled on three sides and 
accessed via the principal living area via two sets of French doors which lead 
to a large decked terrace which is positioned to take advantage of the 
afternoon and evening sunshine. Beyond this are large expanses of lawn with 
lavender beds, raised vegetable beds and a fruit cage.
