Cobblers Cottage is a 17th Century Grade II 
listed period cottage that has been thoughtfully 
updated for comfortable modern living. 
Renovated to a very high standard and full 
of character is ideally located in the village of 
Bramfi eld - a short drive to the coast.

The Property

The front door opens into the entrance hall, with brick fl ooring and part-panelled walls leading  into the attractive sitting room, bursting with character, 
exposed timbers and charming features throughout. There is a fi replace housing a wood-burning stove with a window to the front overlooking the courtyard 
garden. There is a part-vaulted ceiling with a ‘Minstrel’s Gallery’ accessed by ladder and currently used as a study, also look out for the little plaster mouse!  
Off the hall is a stylish wet room, comprising of a large walk-in shower, w.c., hand basin and heated electric towel rail and a water softener. Brick fl ooring 
runs throughout the hall and into the second reception room currently used for dining and as a family room with sofas around the wonderful inglenook 
fi replace, fi tted with another wood-burner and complete with original bread oven. The kitchen has been re-fi tted to provide a good range of  sleek white 
cabinets,  electric freestanding cooker, dishwasher, washing machine. From the dining/family room  a door  gives access to the stairs and the fi rst fl oor 
landing. There are two good sized double bedrooms, the main bedroom has a walk-in wardrobe and the hot water cylinder is sited here. The property has 
been thoughtfully renovated, is brimming with character and is offered in immaculate order-ready to move straight into.
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Outside
 A gate opens into a paved courtyard garden to the front of the cottage, the large enclosed patio area is ideal for ‘al-fresco’ entertaining with raised beds planted with 

fl owers and shrubs and mature trees for added privacy. The gable end of Cobblers Cottage also boasts some attractive pargeting plaster work. The property is currently a 

holiday let but would equally make a comfortable full-time home. 

Location
The village of Bramfi eld is ideally located just a short drive to the unspoilt heritage coastline of Suffolk with the lovely beaches of Southwold and Walberswick and the 

ancient woodlands of Dunwich Forest. The Queens Head gastro pub, excellent butchers/general store and a primary school are close by. Halesworth town is just 3 

miles away and  provides many independent shops, primary school, public houses, restaurants, doctors, vets and a supermarket. It has a thriving centre of arts for the 

community called ‘The Cut’ which is used as a theatre, cinema, exhibitions and workshops. There is a train station with services to London Liverpool Street via Ipswich.
