A Car Port (with water tap and outside 

power points), leads to an attached Garage, 18’3” x 9’0”, with up & over door, electrical connection 

and adjoining laundry room, with sink, plumbing for washing machine and door to outside.  

There are areas of broken slate and gravel with flower beds to the front of the property, 

Immediately to the rear is a paved patio area, and beyond a neat, lawned garden with dwarf 

retaining wall, flower, rose and shrub beds, a further paved terrace, and 2 Garden Stores, 12’0” x
