This superbly situated end-terrace cottage 
sits just footsteps from Bungay town centre. 
Blending character with modern living, the 
property has been sympathetically cared for 
by the current owners. The interior offers a 
generous sitting/dining room open to a galley-
style kitchen and a ground-floor bathroom, 
while the first and second floor boasts a 
double bedroom. Outside, a delightful south-
facing courtyard garden further complements 
this charming property.

Property
Upon entering this charming home through the entrance hall, a door to the right leads to a bathroom featuring a white three-piece suite, including a 
bath with an electric shower, a washbasin, and a WC. A door from the hall also opens into the open plan sitting and dining room. This bright space 
features a vaulted ceiling with exposed beams, receiving ample natural light from a large window and French doors that lead directly to the garden. 
The living area flows into a galley-style kitchen, equipped with wall and base units, contrasting work surfaces and an inset composite sink. There is also 
dedicated space for a cooker, washing machine and fridge-freezer. On the first floor, you will find the master bedroom, which includes built-in wardrobes 
and a window to the front aspect. Continuing to the second floor, there is a second double bedroom featuring built-in eaves storage and a window to 
the side aspect, with some areas of restricted head height. This property could offer a good investment opportunity or a ‘lock up and leave’ property.



Outside
The property is approached from the roadside via a shared, secure gated side passageway leading to the rear. The main entrance is located at the side of the 
building. The delightful south-facing garden is accessed via French doors and is enclosed by walls and fencing for privacy. The space is primarily paved and 
shingled, featuring a planted border on the left-hand side. There is also a large shed for storage. Please note that the garden is bisected, as access for the 
two neighboring properties within the courtyard is required at all times.

Location
This property is located foot steps from the town centre of Bungay, which provides a comprehensive range of amenities, including shops, schools, restaurants, 
and antique stores. Local attractions also include The Fisher Theatre (which now shows films) and leisure facilities such as an indoor swimming pool and 
a golf club. The Cathedral City of Norwich is approximately a 30-minute drive to the north, offering a mainline rail link to London Liverpool Street in 
under two hours. Additionally, the unspoilt Suffolk heritage coastline, featuring the popular beaches of Southwold and Walberswick, is within easy reach.
