INTERIOR
Entry into this charming property is via
the porch, where glass windows and
doors allow natural light to set the
tone.

LOCATION
Appleton is a leafy suburb neighbouring Stockton Heath and on the
scenic boundary of Walton Hall Gardens. The area was first listed in the
Domesday Survey of 1086 under the name 'Epeltune' which translates to
'the tun where the apples grew.' Within walking distance is an area known
locally as Hillcliffe, which offers an excellent vantage point across
Warrington. Appleton is also home to a golf club, leisure centre, a range
of family pubs and, is ideally located for a range of great amenities.
There are also four highly regarded schools in the area, making it a prime
location for families.
