Ground Floor

The property is accessed via a uPVC entrance door
leading into a central hallway with stairs rising to
the first floor and a door providing access to the
cloakroom/WC.

The recently fitted kitchen is positioned to the right
and offers a modern range of base and wall units
with gloss cream doors, laminate work surfaces
and matching upstands. There is ample space for a
cooker and white goods, along with a fitted
extractor hood.

To the front of the property is the spacious sitting
and dining room, a bright and versatile reception
area with windows to two aspects and a feature
fireplace. A cupboard houses the ldeal Logic gas
boiler, and there is also a useful understairs
storage cupboard.

A door leads through to a further reception room,
providing additional living space with a fireplace
and windows to both the front and rear aspects.

The principal bedroom is located at the front of the
property and is a generous double with built-in
wardrobes.
