Forncett St Peter is a rural hamlet with a thriving
community offering amenities including Village Hall,
Church, Primary School and excellent countryside for
walkers, cyclists and horse riding. The property lies
within the catchment for Wymondham College and
Wymondham High School. The nearby bustling service
village of Long Stratton provides a comprehensive range
of everyday amenities including supermarket, petrol
station and post office. Wider amenities are not far away
at the market town of Wymondham (five miles)
providing a good selection of local shops and
restaurants, a large Waitrose store, sports and
recreation facilities, a most attractive Abbey and train
station with regular train services to Norwich and
Cambridge. Norwich is approximately 12 miles distant,
20 minutes by road circa, and either the A140 or A11
corridors give swift access to London in around two
hours and Cambridge one hour.

SETTING THE SCENE

Approached via Long Stratton Road you will find
shingled driveway parking for two/three vehicles with
timber storage units in front. There is then a secure gate
leading to the front gardens with pathway leading to the
main front door.




THE GRAND TOUR

Entering via the main entrance door to the front you walk straight into the dining space or
snug/play room depending on preference with wood panelling, door to rear lobby and open
plan arch into the main sitting room. The sitting room offers a wood floor with inglenook
fireplace housing a woodburner as well as exposed timbers and further door to the frontage. A
door from the sitting room leads to the rear where you will find the characterful country style
kitchen/breakfast room with a range of units and wood worktops over as well as a breakfast
bar, some integrated appliances, space for a free standing range oven, exposed timbers,
pamment tiled flooring and two staircases to the first floor. A door from the kitchen leads to the
rear lobby with a door to the rear courtyard and a door to the ground floor shower room. The
modern re-fitted shower room offers a w/c, hand wash basin and shower.

Heading up to the first floor landing via the main staircase you will find a further staircase to the
top floor as well as access to three bedrooms on this level. The first room to the leftis a
comfortable double room with a feature fireplace. The main bedroom is found next along the
landing with wood flooring and exposed timbers as well as feature fireplace, fitted wardrobes
and a small back staircase leading up to the top floor as well as second staircase heading down
to the kitchen. The final rooms on the first floor are another double bedroom as well as the
modern family bathroom with stylish tiling, freestanding bath, w/c and hand wash basin.
Heading up to the top floor you will find two further double bedrooms in the eaves that lead
through from one room to the other although can both be accessed independently via separate
staircases.

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THE GREAT OUTDOORS

Externally there are two sections of garden. The main part
of the garden is located to the front of cottage and is
enclosed and private. The garden is mostly laid to lawn
with a shingled pathway leading from the driveway to the
front door and the large paved patio. The patio provides
the ideal space for outside dining and entertaining with
the front garden also being south facing. Heading down
the paved pathway to the side of the house this leads to
the second section of outdoor space which is completely
enclosed courtyard terrace with access to the rear of the
house, various built in storage sheds and plenty of further
space for outside dining. You will also find the external oil
fired boiler.
