The first floor landing splits

to give access to two of the THREE BEDROOMS

with three piece bathroom coming off the first

room offering an EN-SUITE to the main

bedroom. A historic LOFT CONVERSION has

separate stair access and this space currently

serves as a home office however could easily

make a well proportioned additional

bedroom.

The property is located on the edge of the

popular residential location known as Golden

Triangle. Situated just off the inner ring road, the

property enjoys fantastic amenities within walking

distance, including, shops, schooling and bus

routes, whilst vehicular access into Norwich, and

onto the A47/A11 is only a short drive.

SETTING THE SCENE

The property can be found set back from the

street where a low level hedge separates the front

of the home from the public walkway whilst a

flagstone path takes you towards the front door.



THE GRAND TOUR

Once inside, the sitting room is the first space you will encounter laid with

solid original wooden floorboards, the space is incredibly well lit courtesy of

the uPVC double glazed sash windows to the front of the home with cast

iron feature fireplace set within the centre of the room with a tiled hearth.

Stepping beyond the stairs for the first floor, the dining room emerges

towards the rear of the home with the same solid wooden flooring

continuing into this living area and a large open space conducive to a

potential choice of layouts. A handy under the stair storage cupboard can be

found with wooden framed double glazed doors sitting opposite taking you

into the rear garden. The kitchen merges just off this space featuring a

mixture of wall and base mounted storage units set with tiled splashbacks

and leaving room for integrated appliances including dual eye level ovens

and four ring hob with extraction above and plumbing for a dishwasher and

washing machine. Towards the very rear of the property a ground floor

shower room and WC can be found featuring low level wall mounted

radiator and frosted glass window towards the rear garden.

The first floor landing splits in both directions to allow access to two of the

bedrooms and stairs for the loft conversion. Immediately turning to your left

the larger of the bedrooms can be found featuring built in wardrobes sat

either side of the bed leading towards the three piece family bathroom suite

complete with a shower head and glass screen mounted over the bathroom

and low level radiator. The second bedroom on this floor sits towards the

very front of the home again featuring updated double glazed sash windows

and wooden flooring whilst the space currently functions as a nursery, this

could easily make a very large single or smaller double bedroom. A versatile

addition to the home comes in the form of a full loft conversion accessed by

a set of stairs where the space offers a multitude of potential uses. Currently

functioning as a home office space, this could easily be used as a third

bedroom to the home or additional living area if desired.

THE GREAT OUTDOORS

The rear garden is offered in an attractive yet

low maintenance condition, all laid with brick

weave and flagstone patio tiles. The space is

fully enclosed to both sides with timber

fencing and large brick wall at the rear

maintaining its privacy while colourful and

mature planting borders sit towards the side

of the home adding vibrancy whilst a timber

shed sits at the very rear of the garden.
