PROPERTY DESCRIPTION
A second floor two bedroom apartment residing in a
converted Victorian building close to Cheltenham Town
Centre. The apartment is accessed via a staircase which
leads to the entrance hall. From here doors lead to the open
plan sitting room/kitchen, both bedrooms and a shower room.
There is a telephone security intercom system and access
hatch to loft space. The light and airy sitting room has
windows to two aspects and a skylight window, feature
beamed ceiling, comfortable sitting and dining areas and is
open to the kitchen which is fitted with a range of matching
wall and base level storage units with roll edge work surfaces
over and inset stainless steel sink and drainer unit. There is a
four ring electric hob with oven/grill under and extractor hood
over and an integrated refrigerator. There are two double

bedrooms and the shower room is fitted with a shower
cubicle, pedestal wash hand basin and low flush W.C. The
property is warmed by gas fired central heating and has
double glazed sash windows to the front and sash windows in
all other rooms.

SITUATION
Fairview is situated just to the north of the town centre and
the area boasts excellent amenities of its own including a
convenience store, pharmacy, hairdressers, café and florist.
Holy Trinity and St Johns Church of England Primary Schools
are close by and the beautiful Pittville and Sandford parks are
within a short walk. The town centre is less than a 10 minute
walk and offers a variety of excellent High Street shops,
specialist boutiques, pubs, clubs and restaurants. It is host to
many festivals including music, art and literature and, of
course the National Hunt Festival. Magnificent Regency
architecture and a wonderful heritage make Cheltenham a
town of enviable charm.
