SITUATION
Amington Hall is located just off Ashby and is ideally 
situated for the M42 and M6, with fast communications 
to the north and to London. The comprehensive facilities 
of both Sutton Coldfield and Tamworth can be accessed 
within a short commute and an excellent local road 
network offers access to nearby motorway connections 
including M6 Toll, M6, M42, Junction 9 or 10, and the A5 
and A38. Tamworth railway station is close by and offers.
The town of Tamworth is easily accessible and has the 
benefit of a large shopping centre with a range of well-
known high street shops and restaurants. Nearby Sutton 
Coldfield also
has a range of amenities including shops and restaurants 
as well as excellent schooling. The cathedral city of 
Lichfield is just 10 miles away and offers delightful shops 
and restaurants and further highly regarded schooling.

DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY
This is a prime opportunity to secure a unique three-
bedroom apartment approached by a tree-lined 
driveway and set in the Grade II listed Amington Hall, 
steeped in local history and featuring stunning views of 
the greenbelt.

Constructed in the early 19th century and once the 
home of the Repington Family this exquisite property 
was converted into 3 apartments approximately 60 years 
ago, yet the property still retains many fine features of its 
period, including the leaded stained-glass windows of 
the coat of arms of the Repington Family.
The impressive reception hall features stunning high 
coved ceilings, sash windows, radiators and a decorative 

archway.

The living room is accessed from the reception hallway. 

The space retains many of its original features and offers 
impressive views through the sash windows of the 
gardens and greenbelt beyond. The living room also 
features a feature marble hearth fireplace.

The tiled kitchen is accessed through the lobby 
approached from the reception hallway and features 
a range of cream base and wall units, high-gloss black 
worktop, stainless steel sink with drainer and sash 
windows to the side. The space also benefits from a 
built-in oven and hob, extractor, integrated dishwasher 
and spotlighting. A utility space is accessed from the 
lobby and offers space for washing facilities, as well as 
additional work- and storage space.

The family bathroom features attractive skylight windows, 
additional front window, chrome towel rail, his and her 
sinks with tiled surrounds, a low-level WC and a bath and 
double- width shower cubicle with shower appliance 
surrounded by low maintenance aqua boarding. 
Additionally, the bathroom features a coved ceiling with 
spotlighting. From here the drying room can also be 
accessed, which features a skylight window and radiator.

The master bedroom enjoys a stunning view to the side 
through sash window and is beautifully finished with 
coved ceilings. The additional two additional bedrooms 
benefit from built-in wardrobes and coved ceilings.

GARDENS AND GROUNDS
Amington Hall is located in over 245 acres of grounds 
woodland, approached by a tree-lined driveway, which 
lends itself exceptionally well for walking and enjoying 
the greenbelt views. There is a garage available, as well as 
two parking spaces next to the garage.

SERVICES
Mains, water, gas, and electricity are connected.
